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Abstract

Tutorial is done to several subjects at Open University (OU). One of them is English
Subject. Open University (OU) is a distance learning program. It provides assistances in
formulating independent learning materials, examination materials, tutorials and
practice classes. They are free in registration, age, graduation (should graduated from
SHS) and sum of examinations. There are 3 subjects every semester to have assistance
(Saturday afternoon and Sundays). In this study students should prepare themselves to
learn materials independently. There are some medias to help them for learning such as
audio visual; For several years cassette is given to the students but no students used it
and now they gave Compact Disc (CD). They are also given in printed materials books
for all learning resources and called module. Both the media never used before pre
assistance. They did not know how to start and to study because English still as a
foreign language for them. Many of students are teachers, they got difficulty to
comprehend their module even provides them with tutorials. They are lack of time (as
teacher they teach from Monday to Saturday morning), less understand to manage their
task especially in learning English as a foreign language. Tutorial is not one aspect can
help their problem. The writer used another strategy ; Concept Mapping Strategy; that
is very useful in helping them to study and understand their module. It helped them in
improving students’ comprehension . They can study regularly and effectively based on

their time's schedule as a teacher.
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Introduction

Open University (OU) is an institution of distance learning in system and open
education. Open University is an organisation that provides chargeable university level
education for anyone interested regardless of educational background or age. Teaching
is arranged during evenings and weekends, so that as many students as possible are able
to participate. Open university education has equivalent aims, contents and requirements

as the teaching of the university students.

Open University is one of 45 Public Universities (PTN) in Indonesia who is
implementing the system open and distance learning. This system proved effective for
increasing outreach and equitable high-quality educational opportunities for all citizens
of Indonesia, including those who live in remote areas, both throughout the country and
in various parts of the world. The meaning is open to college that no restrictions
whether for registration, time study, age, or years of graduation (but they have passed

SHS or equal SLTA) and large amounts of time they undertake the examinations.

Development of science and technology so quickly requires us to continue to
enhance the potential of human resources (HR) which support productivity. However,
the limitations of space and time into a major obstacle for many people in developing
themselves and enhance the career. OU has been accredited, both national and
international accreditation. Internationally, OU has been awarded the International
Quality Certification and Accreditation from the International Council for Open and
Distance Education (ICDE) Standard Agency (ISA), and has received the ISO
9001:2000 certification bodies, i.e. SAL Global and SGS. In addition, the majority of
courses at OU have earned accreditation from the National Accrediting Agency for

higher education (BAN-PT).

Students at OU are expected to learn independently. How independent study
requires students to study on the initiative or on its own initiative. Independent study
can be done alone or in groups, in both study groups as well as in a group tutorial. OU

provides learning materials created specifically to be learned independently. In addition




to using materials provided by UT, students can also take the initiative utilizing the
library, follow the tutorial either face-to-face or via the Internet (online tutorials), radio
and television, as well as using other learning resources such as computer-assisted
learning materials and audio/video program. When experiencing learning ditficulties,
students can ask for information or help tutorial to the distance learning Program Unit of
the Open University (UPBJJ-UT). Effective strategies for someone, might not be
effective for other people, not even for everyone. Because it may not be effective for
someone else again. The secret of the success of the learning we are determined by our
ability to develop the most effective strategies for us, which corresponds with the

style/style.

One of the courses or subjects is English will be at the tutorial in Open
University. English language learning is still acted as a foreign language so for students
taking programs PGSD/PGPAUD at OU, most of them are teachers, get difficulty in
understanding modules although given a few times for the tutorial so that they can get

the assistance of a more concrete explanation about the classes they faced.

Face to face using media such as printed media (module) and non-print media
(audio/video, computer/internet, radio/tv. For some courses, assisted with the tutorial
and use the print media; module. English tutorial for previously assisted with cassette
tape and is now replaced by the Compact Disc (CD) and this tool they use is not the
same with the module. At the beginning of the tutorial that is usually the students have
read the module until it turns out that because it is written in English then face tutorial

English becomes a constraint.

Review and Related Theories

For academic success, it seems comprehending text is crucial. Module is major
sources for students’ learning so reading activities is very important in their independent
learning. Mcnamara (2007) stated reading is an extraordinary achievement when one
considers the numbers of levels and components that be mastered. Harrison also argued
that in reading we found the psychological of process related by thinking, imagination,

emotional, and moral development and intelligence . It can say that reading is important,




much more than considering for information in relation to the question of what we gain
from reading as the general purpose of reading.

Bob Nelson provides a system for distance learning to students using the system
of MURDER (Mood, Understand, Recall, Digest, Expand, Review).
Mood
Create a positive mood is always to learn because it is like the proverbial saying "could
not know it was honey, then the student should try to recognize the first material,
lecturer/tutor or book subject matter. After we know it will arise a sense of love towards
this subject. In addition, you should also always trying to create or recreate the feeling
excited and happy every time will learn the material. Here's how it can be done by
specifying a time, environment and attitude of learning that suits personal respectively.
Understand
Read a book subject matter as a whole. Tick the sentences/words are not understood.
Then if there is a chance try to find out by asking or looking for other sources to find
answers/information terhadp sentence/Word/thing that is not understood. Need not be
embarrassed to ask a friend, colleague or tutor others who you think is more knowing it.
Recall
Repeat the material that has been studied with periodic and continuous improvement.
For example each once a week. The trick is to make a summary (not the summary)
using his own words about the material already learned. Do repetitions as you create the
spiral so that repetition that you do still will touch first material you learn.
Digest
Read the summary of results back that you have made, if there is still less obvious try to
seek further clarification on related learning resources or discuss with your colleagues,
or Your tutor/lecturer.
Expand
Expand the material you've learned and you have auto summary of yesteryear in a way
try to apply in Your everyday life. If you are a teacher, try to apply the material you
learn in learning activities in your classroom. Make a note of any shortcomings and
advantages of such material when applied in the field. Create a complete record and use

such notes to colleagues or friends discussed with tutors/professors you. In addition it




can also be done by trying to make the matter based on the material that will be your
own answer. If you can answer all the question properly.

Review

Learn return any material that has been studied and never get tired to repeat the material
you have read it, because it will make you easier to remember and understand it.

DR. Siti Aisyah, through training of Tutors, also provides the method RUNSUMP
(Reading, Underlining, Note-Taking, Summarizing, Understanding, Memorizing
and Practicing) in understanding modules.

Teresa and Jorge (2006), concept mapping is a graphic organizer which uses
schematic representation to hierarchically organize a set of concepts connected by
words in order to build meaningful statements. Novak and Gowin (1984) describe a map
can also provide a kind of visual road map showing some of the pathway we may take
to connect meanings of in propositions. Monet (2003) said students become familiar
with facts and concepts. Pelley (2005), concepts map enabled students to gain enhanced

knowledge of any topic and evaluate the information.

Discussion

Ideally, tutorial face to face is aimed to strengthen students’ reading. Tutorial
with tutor who also prepared with the lesson plan. They called Satuan Acara Tutorial
(SAT) and Rancangan Aktifitas Tutorial (RAT) with eight meetings.

For students who wants to mastery reading and mastery learning material substance
and reduce silent in learning. Tutor should increase students motivation in learning as
well as encouraging students self confident. It expected to help students to overcome
problem by additional strategy. In tutorial, tutor is represented teacher in ordinary class
activity. Since the presence of the tutorial depends on number of students who enroll or
proposed tutorial classes and some students live relatively far from the tutorial area,
students’ attendance in class still optimal .But it is not also seeing good results.

It needs a strategy to address this issue. Then the author adds one strategy in
learning is to use a strategy Map the concepts in this module and understand seeing
great results. It also helps students of UT in discussing some modules in one semester.
This strategy is very helpful to students with good although they only have a little time
in learning because they are also the profession as a teacher. Independent study in many
ways determined by the ability of learning efficiently. Study skills depend on reading

speed and maintainability




The concept mapping strategy can be used by the tutor and can help students getting
the right meaning. Since by using concept mapping, it may enable students to actively
construct a conceptual framework to which new concept.

At Open University of Padang, tutorial on English subject by using concept
mapping can improve students’ reading comprehension improvement. The study
provides the discussion of 7 indicators of reading comprehension, according to Adler,
C.R. (2004) that were improved by using concept mapping during the tutorials got a
result from some items :

1. ldentifying Information Details

2. Main Idea

3. Summarizing

4. Inference

5. Cause-Effect

6. Predicting

7. Excluding Facts
Conclusion

In tutorial on English subject by using concept mapping, the writer found the
improvement in students’ reading comprehension at Open University (OU) of Padang.
In short, as a result of using concept mapping in the teaching and learning, from 7

indicators of reading comprehension is gradually improved during the study.
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
